FROM THE MHHHHHH:_HIH JULY 1986

For some tlme there has been talk among members dliscussing the Club's
goals, purpose, and directlion. Soma have gone so far as to say that tha
Club really doean't know where Lt ls golng or what LlE wanta to do. A faw
are very concerned about this. Thls month I would llke to offer a facet
of our Club's hiatory to anyone who doesn't know Lt, In hope that Lt
will help you undsrstand why we are the way wa are. I attended the very
Elcst meaeting In thea Summer of 1976 and pald my dues as a Eounding
wenber. I have followad thils club through iIt's ups and downs, and have
prasided over Lt once befors, In early 19738.

Ia 1976 when tha Contest Club was formed, Lt was a bunch of gung-ho guys
who wanted to murder all comersa ln Club Aggregate Competltlion. The Club
promptly fell apart a little less that two years later because the
members ultlmately dldn't have a atrong enough comalttment to that goal.
In 1980, when Trea, H6TR, plicked up the rubbls, we reorganlzed with a
totally differant purpose = to sat plzza and delnk baar (ROOT beaz In
some cases) and have 4 good tlme talklng about contest operating.

All comments to the contrary, This ls our Club's primary purpose to this
day. The Club that was re-formed In 1980 bears little resemblance to the
club that was formed in 1976. The S5CCC glves hams lntarested In contest-
ing an opportunity to rub elbows with thelr primary competitors, have
lunch together, tell storles to sach other, and exchange ldeas.

There was one other thing we declded we wanted to do In 1980, come to
think of Lt, and that was to put together the most killer DXpedition to
Hexlco that had ever happened. Well, we did lt. It took three yesars of
planning, but In October 1983, twelve dlie-hard, laugh-at-danger opera-
tors from the ranks of the Club spent about §68.00 each and put XE2S51 on
the alr, Multi-Multl, for 48 hours in tha CQWW 83B Contest. Probably the
highest uﬁpznulnnlnannHiluunnn ratio in the history of Conteat DXpedl-
tions.

Conaldering that these are the only goals we have ever set for our-
selves, I'd say that our Club ls pretty good at setting goals it can
meet, and followvwing through on them. Slnce the attendance at our regular
no-program lunch meetlngs and barbeques and open houses keesps golng up,
1'd say we're in pretty good shape. There's certalinly lots of story
telling and statlstlic swappling golng on at the mestlngs; and a meeting
seldom goea by when the ranks of the world class operators are not
represented, usually in force. Many times we have had wvisltors ln atten-
dance from other places In the world who share our common lntereat in
operating contests.

The new Club in 1980 expressly forbade paperwork or ocfficlal procedurs
of any kind, except for a small bulletin that went out to members
announcing the next meetling. That is how wa kept our dues to §2.00. That
brings us to today. Today we have essentlally the same club, axcept that
is has grown in size frxrom the ten of us in 13580 to a roster of about
ELEty now.

L]
It 1s easy for me to understand that some of our newer members aren't
awvare of some of the things I have descrlbed above, and because of some
of the comments I've been hearing over the last couple of years, I felt
I should clarlfy lt.

1 recognize some problems in our current situation. With fifty members,
I can no longer hope to malntaln the simple structure our club once

prided itself for having. You can't do much with $2.00 per year - it's
hardly even postage, anymore. It was a blg step for us to ralse the dues
to §3.50, and that was CLEARLY the highest it could go without massive
opposition. Now Skl ls telling ms hls photocopy arrangement is touch-
and-go on an lssue by lssue basis. The treasury has MOTHING in it. This
could be a problem, If we want It to. =

Some members have mentioned to me that they would come to meetings if
there were programs Instead of just sltting around talking all the time.
Some are txylng to develop interest In another Mexlco-type DXpedition,
or the klller FPleld Days of the past with all the towers and beams,

which made the multiply-times-five ten watt category take on a new
meaning. J

The single blggest issue, though, s club competition. Our Club stands
80 sharply divided on thls one that some mambers are really losing sleep
over it. I agree that the goals of the Club have not been clear to many
newer members, but I will not for a moment belleve that those goals do
noet exlst. The problem has been one of communicatlion. The members who
enjoy the lunch meetings the way they are are the ones who understand
the functlion of the Club. The ones who are dissatisfled are the ones who
nobody bothered ko tell about the way our Club is. It is not thelr
fault, 1t 1s our fault for not belng as clear as we could have been.

I hope LIt is clear to everyone what my dllemsa 18 now., I am faced with a
large base of members, many of whom have very different feelings about
what our Club should do. It Is probably obviocus that I feel a great
loyalty to the function of the Club as NETR lald It down when he rebullt
it from nothing in 1980. I also am the leader whom you unpanimously
elected In Janvary, so I could probably assume that You chose me because

you like the way I think. I will admit, however, that there was no other
name on the ballot.



This does not make my job very easy at all. Anything I say or do will
upset some of the members, but at the same time, I have my oplnlons
about where I want our Club to go. I guess nobody sald 1t wvas going to

be sasy.

1 have a plan of attack, however, which I would llke to implemant, and
which will give each and every member an opportunity to Influence the
direction of our Club, I composed a guestlonalrre for distributlon at
the last meeting, and personally made sure ! recleved a response from
every member who attended. This 1s not the same questionalrre that was
included on the ballot. That one only asked Lf you were interested In
somethlng or not, and gave me no indlcatlon of hovw much. Mine asks you
to rank a list of present and possible future Club actlivitles In order
of ilmportance to you. I also ask members to rank 1n order of importance
the different kinds of contests. I then ask Eor YES / WO / WO OPINION
answers to three guestions which have speclflically come up in the last

year.

This will give me a better Indication of which activitles are

higher prlorities than others, and by how much, and whether the menber-
ship approves of some key changes or not, I ask that each member who has
not already fllled one out will take Lt upon themselves to do so.

In exchange for your effort spent telling me what you want your Club to
be 1ike, I wlll attempt to lead our Club in that directlion. You know my
ideas now. If you don't agree with them, I won't know that unless you
take the time to tell me. The guestionalrre is the pull-out center sheet
of this lssue of the bulletin. Complete it and mall it flrst class.

Dr. Adolph K. Paul hay written & scholarly paper,
*Aualysis aud Prediction of Sumspot Numibers®, that
appears in the December 1985 lasue of Geophysical Re-
search Letters. The paper presents botk data sud &
metbodology that may affect the acheduling of future
shoriwave trasamissions and mauned space sctivities,

Iz his paper, Dr. Paul predicts the sumber of susspots
that will appear anuually through the year 2040 [see
Egure). He does so alier employivg an lterative proce-
dure that involves, ns & Erwt step, 8 apectrum snalysis
ol the monthly means mumber of sunspots obeerved
since 1840, Secondly, he extends the data sel by using
those results for a Brst order of prediction. After com-
pariug bis prediction of sunspot activity with the num-
ber of sunspols observed, Dr. Paul revises his lormu-
lation to lessen discrepancies between prediclion and
olacrvation. He repeats the process numercas limes,
geiting, in each fustauce, & beiter Bt between theory
and fact over longer periods of Lime. He does Lhis un-
11l kis miode! satinfactorily accounts for the entire pit-
bern of past sumapol activity, At this point, Dr. Paul
uses bis model as a predictive tool for the years 1088
through 2040. He realises, of course, that future ob-
servalions will mecessitale adjustments in his model,
but this aclivity is consonant with the nature of his
enlerprise, an Herative one.

Dr. Paul's mathematical treatmest employs anhar-
mosit frequency analysis, 8 transflorm and deals with
dats that do not cousist solely of discrete nuuliple of
& basic wuit frequency.

By constructing & methodology that Ets past data
and promises bo make prediciions highly sccurate,
Dr. Paul bas provided planuers with an efective aid.
Kuowledge of lulure solar activity can Tacilitate effec-
tive loug-term scheduling of projecis requiring either
extensive wie of alortwave tramsmission or masned
space aclivity. Lutense ultraviolel and X-ray radiation
associabed wilk high susspot sctivity affects shortwave
tranaruission and wisy barm people building platforing
in apace.

Dr. Paul works in the Ocean and Atmcspheric Sei-
cuces Division of the Marine Sciesces and Techuology
Department. His currest research focuses upon ione-
sphene variability aad bigh frequency propagation.,
